Chris Kreul Wins 2nd Nobel Prize in Three
Y ears

CAMBRIDGE, WI - Just another normal day for acclaimed philosopher, Chris
Kreul. He was just the reciptent of his second Nobel Prize. With reporters
swarmed all around him at his Cambridge home, his quick wit allowed him to
escape. out-smarting each one to get inside. “What a concept!” he said numerous
times.
